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a. In processing FOIA requests, DCPS is legally authorized to establish and collect fees 
for the for reasonable, direct costs of search, duplication (copy), and/or review of 
requested records.  

b. DCPS may grant a fee waiver if DCPS determines that release of the requested 
records would primarily benefit the general public.  This is commonly referred to as 
a “public interest” fee waiver. Requesters must submit fee waiver requests in writing 
along with the FOIA request.  Fee waiver requests must include a description of why 
the fee waiver is being sought, including how the requested records will benefit the 
public.  

c. The fee rate for records searching is $8.00 per quarter hour (15 minutes).  The first 
hour of searching is free.  %

d. The fee rate for document review is $8.00 per quarter hour (15 minutes).  The first 
hour of review is free.%

e. DCPS will provide all records electronically via email, Public Access Link through the 
District of Columbia FOIA portal (FOIAXpress), or other applicable document sharing
